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 Local Racer Competes for National Spotlight in Upcoming Motocross Race 
National ATV motocross series returns to Loretta Lynn’s Ranch
Hurricane Mills, Tenn. (DATE) - (Name your hometown) resident (your name) will compete with the best ATV motocross racers in the world on August 15-16. The (your age)-year-old ATV racer will compete at the Dirt Days Championship Finale at Loretta Lynn’s Ranch, as the final round of the 10-stop ITP/Moose Racing AMA ATV Motocross Championship presented by Parts Unlimited.  As the final stop on the national tour, the event marks local racers’ last opportunity to gain national ATV motocross attention. 


More than 700 ATV racers are expected to compete over the weekend, as the event includes two full days of racing action with Sunday being the hot bed of action when the Pro’s take the stage at noon and 3 p.m.  Classes range from riders as young as four and as old as 50 years or more on high performance race machines.


“We expect racers from all over the world to compete at Loretta Lynn’s Ranch,” said ATV Promotions Group Director Sam Gammon. “The TV crew will be there, the sponsors will be there, the press will be there. There’s a lot of competition and pressure, but a local rider will definitely feel more comfortable on this terrain because it is in his backyard.”

 The top of the ATV pro class features some of the world’s best riders. The current series’ champion is Dustin Wimmer of Center Valley, Pa., who makes a living racing for the Rockstar Suzuki factory team. At 21-years old, Wimmer earned his first AMA Pro ATV Championship in convincing fashion, which makes him the man to beat.  But the tough Tennessee track makes for a great equalizer with spectacular jumps and technical corners creating action-packed racing.  In motocross, riders must race a minimum of two races (one on Saturday and one on Sunday, typically called “motos”) with results combined to decide the overall finishing position for the weekend.  Just twenty riders have the ability to line up at the starting gate in a rush to earn the “holeshot”, take the lead and eventually win the moto.

Spectator passes run $30 for Saturday thru Sunday and $15 Sunday only and includes access to the pro pit area. Children ages 6-11 are just $20 for Saturday thru Sunday and $10 Sunday only, while children five and under are admitted free.  Free pro autograph sessions begin at 1:30 p.m. on Sunday.  
Saturday racing begins approximately at 10 a.m. and consists of amateur qualifying races in hopes of reaching Sunday’s final races.  Sunday’s Pro main events take place at noon and 3 p.m.  

For directions to the track, take I-40 to Exit 143. Follow Route 13 north seven miles to the Ranch which will be on the left.
